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Welcome to Spring 2010! 
 
Itôs a great time of year, everything comes 
back to life and we enjoy driving our Zs all 
over again.  Fall seemed like a long time 
ago, and those nasty winter memories melt 
away as we get reacquainted with our favor-
ite rides. 
 
Before you head out on the road in your Z 
that has been sleeping for months, it is a 
good idea to first check on a few things to 
ensure that you are not left by the side of 
the road unexpectedly: 
TIRES:  When you think about it, a very 
small patch of rubber is all that separates 
you from the road.  Check tread wear and 
tire pressure.  If your tires are more than 5 
years old, check for cracking or dry rot.  
Rubber loses its pliability over time. 
RADIATOR:  Spring is the perfect time to 
drain the radiator.  Flush with a hose until 
the water runs out clear, then refill with a 
fresh 50/50 mix of coolant. 
ALTERNATOR/BATTERY:  If your battery is 
more than 5 years old, replace it.  If alterna-
tor is also more than 5 years old, have it 
tested for output.  If it needs replacing, up-
grade to one that puts out more amps than 
the original, especially on older cars. 
LIGHTS:  Check to ensure that all lights are 
working properly.  If necessary, clean con-
tacts, coat with dielectric grease and install 
new bulbs. 
FILTERS:  Change the oil and install new oil 
filter (EVERY time!).  Inspect air filter, 
change if needed.  Replace the fuel filter.  
Filters are cheap.  Replace them. 
BELTS & HOSES:  Squeeze the radiator 
and heater hoses.  If they are cracked, very 
soft or more than 5 years old, replace them.  
If belts show any cracking or are more than 
5 years old, replace them. 
BRAKE HOSES:  Often neglected, but vital 

to STOPPING!  Take a minute to look at the 
brake hoses and replace them if torn, 
cracked, leaking or suspect. 
EXHAUST:  Listen, look and smell for leaks.  
Replace or repair any faulty parts.  This not 
only keeps you legal, but keeps dangerous 
fumes from possibly entering the car. 
 
Take some time to check your car before 
you hit the road.  The peace of mind will 
allow you to enjoy the car and not be sur-
prised with an unhappy ending!
